The reports showed the following 
were the bank balances as of April 30, 2007: General fund 
savings $110,133.48, general fund checking $45,743.04, totaling 
$155,876.52; replacement reserve savings of $491.61 and money 
market savings $77,766.17, totaling $78,257.78. In April, 50 full 
and 3 partial assessments were deposited. So far in May, 26 full 
assessments have been received. This leaves 130 full assessments 
and 6 partials still open as of today. This compares to 113 full 
assessments still uncollected at the same time last year. 

Murmurs: Roberta Havholm was not present, but Sherry Pesut 
discussed the June issue. The theme will be graduation and pertinent 
articles will be graduates, graduate honors, biking news, the soccer 
application, and ESL classes. This issue will have a full color 
cover and be printed on white paper. It will be delivered by the 
þrst weekend in June.

Green Areas: Mitch Bird, the Green Areas Supervisor, was 
present and reported on the ongoing mowing and spraying.

On Monday, 25 June 2007 Greene County Parks dedicated the T-connector. This tunnel (under State Route 444 at Huffman 
Dam) and bridge (across the adjacent Norfolk-Southern railroad tracks) connects Huffman MetroPark to the Wright Brothers 
Bikeway, which runs for 4.5 miles beside Kauffman Ave. from the Wright Brothers Memorial into Fairborn.

Why is this of interest to Forest Ridge residents? Because now we can safely walk or ride our bicycles to Fairborn and to 
WPAFB areas A and C. Eventually, there may also be connectivity to the National Museum of the Air Force, Area B, Center 
of Flight and the Prairies of Wright Field. 

As originally proposed, the T-connector was to be a part of the planned Three Counties Trail system. The three involved 
counties – Montgomery, Greene, and Clark – have designated Five Rivers MetroParks as their executive agent in developing 
this trail, which would extend into Enon, thus linking the Wright Bros. Bikeway (Fairborn) to Huffman MetroPark, Eastwood 
MetroPark, and the Mad River Recreation Trail (Dayton) and the Creekside Trail (to Xenia). This would allow cyclists from 
the Ridge direct trail access to the full complement of 268 miles of completed, contiguous trails in the Miami Valley.

However, negotiations with the Norfolk Southern Railroad for acquisition of the necessary land for the Three Counties Trail 
has stalled. Without acquisition of this essential land, full connectivity of the northern and southern halves of the trail system 
may not occur.

In an effort to boost public awareness of this problem, I have added a page to my website www.miamivalleytrails.org, “Three 
Counties Trail Must Be Completed.” This new page provides a suggested letter to your Senators, Congressmen, and other 
Ohio ofþcials, along with their appropriate addresses. It is my hope that interested Forest Ridge residents will contact their 
elected ofþcials requesting their support in urging Norfolk Southern to allow acquisition of the needed land.

As a reporter and publicist of news involving bicycle trail development in Montgomery, Greene, Miami, Clark, Champaign, 
Butler, Warren, Clermont and Hamilton counties, I urge you to support the efforts of Five Rivers MetroParks in adding this 
connectivity to the system.
